Dear friends in Christ, 

 
ñKairosò is an ancient Greek word meaning the right or opportune or 

supreme moment. The ancient Greeks had two words for time, ñchronosò and 

kairos. Chonos stands behind our word chronological and describes 

sequential time. Itôs what your alarm chronograph watch measures. Kairos 

signifies a time in between, a moment of time in which something special 

happens.  

 

Kairos moments are times when significant changes are made: like marriage, 

a career change or divorce. In the New Testament kairos means "the 

appointed time in the purpose of God", the time when God acts. For example, 

think of Jesusô words in Mark 1:15 ï ñThe time [kairos] is fulfilled, and the 

kingdom of God has come near; repent, and believe in the good news.ò  
 

I believe our congregation is at a kairos moment. In the year of our 50th 

Anniversary we are once again facing important decisions about who we are 

and what Godôs will is for the body of Christ known as Faith Lutheran 

Church. We face significant decisions about adding staff and adding on to 

our building. Make no mistake: these are not decisions about how we can 

ñtake the load off our pastorò or ñmake our building accessibleò or ñwhat we 

can afford to do.ò These decisions are about Godôs mission of our 

congregation.  

 

It seems fitting to me that your Board of Directors will be asking you this 

month to engage a company based in the Twin Cities called Kairos. Their 

vision is to:  

ñInspire the world to be more generous and loving, one church at a 

time...one person at a time. At the heart of this is a deep 

understanding of the ministry God has given us ï disciplining 

churches and faith based organizations through a season of embracing 

and expanding their higher calling.ò  

I believe they can help us determine what Godôs mission is for the future. I 

hope you will participate in the process of discernment before us outlined by 

Julie Endries. May God bless and guide our discussions at this kairos 

moment.

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                               Beckyôs Message 
Creation Corner  

This summer I had the opportunity to meet with a small group of parents who have young children  

between the ages of 1 ï 4.  These parents shared with me their strong desire to worship together as a family as well as the 

challenges they face in trying to do so.  Anyone who has children knows how difficult it can be to keep a little one quiet and 

occupied while still trying to actively participate in worship.  Toddlers and preschoolersô natural curiosity and  

boundless energy can make getting through an hour long worship service nearly  impossible. 

 Adding to the difficulty is the fact that our worship services are geared toward adults.  Children who are too young 

to read cannot sing the songs, say the prayers, or participate in the liturgy.  The lessons are often long and the sermons are 

beyond their understanding.  Even their participation in Holy Communion is limited.  Other than the childrenôs sermon, 

there is no significant way that the youngest members of our congregation can actively participate in worship.    

In an effort to continue to welcome and encourage the children among us, as well as support their parents in their 

commitment to faithfully bring them to worship, we are going to try something new.  During the month of October we will 

set-up a Creation Station in the back of the sanctuary in the inner narthex.  This will be an area for young children to go     

during the period of time from the sermon to the offering.  This 20 minute stretch is especially difficult for active, little ones 

who find it difficult to sit still and be quiet for that long!  It is also difficult for the parents who would like to participate in 

worship but often end up leaving with kids in tow.    

The Creation Station will consist of a brightly colored rug and table in the back of the sanctuary where kids can     

color, cut, paste, and mold items based on the theme of the day.  There will also be some coloring pages and childrenôs             

bulletins available.  During the offering portion of the service, the children will then have an opportunity to bring their    

creation up to the front and lay their offering at the altar. 

As with anything new, there will certainly be kinks to work out and adjustments to be made.  However, it is my hope and 

prayer that the looks of delight and excitement in the eyes of the children who are fully welcomed and encouraged to       

participate in worship will be well worth any challenges we encounter.   

 Again and again in the gospels we read about how much Jesus loved and valued children.   

Jesus said to them, ñLet the little children come to me and do not hinder them for the kingdom of God be-

longs to  

such as these. ñ  And he took the children in his arms, put his hands on them and blessed them.  (Mark 

10:13-16)    

We at Faith Lutheran Church also love and value children.  This is just one of the many ways we can show it.

There was much discussion on the pros and cons of using a Capital Funds  

   Company versus doing it ourselves.  It was stated that we want to use a company for the purpose of changing the  

    stewardship culture of our church.  It was discussed to bring the call process to the front end of the timeline and possibly  

    adding it to the final congregation vote assuming the positive vote to go through the process. The motion was made to  

    recommend to the congregation that we engage Kairos for the purpose of helping the congregational leadership to receive  

    meaningful input from the congregation to provide information to determine the direction of our mission and ministry and  

    readiness to take on financial commitments for additional staff, building proposal and other potential projects.  Discussion  

    on what may happen if the congregation does not approve.  Possible future is looking at beginning the call process.   

    Motion approved.  Motion was made to set a special congregational meeting will be held on October 9th at 9:15 am.   

    Motion carried. 

 

NEW BUSINESS  

BoLM update:   Peggy has had to step down from BoLM, worship planning teams and part-time organist. There is someone  

    who has been contacted about being hired for the other part-time.  We are still looking for two additional members to fill  

    in the board. 

Nursery:  There is discussion about the need for a nursery.  The solution is a creation station to be created in the inner  

    narthex.
