I know it is still summer but confirmation is on my mind.  I just got back from spending three days at Imago Dei 
Village for confirmation camp with our soon-to-be 8th grade confirmation students.  In a word, it was                    
AWESOME!  What an amazing group of youth we have here at Faith Lutheran Church!   
 
I was given the privilege and responsibility of leading their daily bible study time.  Being so new to FLC I didn’t 
know what to expect that first day.  After all, I had only met one of the youth prior to showing up at camp and I 
had all those typical first day jitters.  I soon discovered I had nothing to worry about.  They were kind, respectful, 
and welcoming.  They willingly participated in our conversations and activities.  I watched with great joy as they 
worked together to complete challenges and participate in team-building activities.  They encouraged one                 
another, helped one another, and enjoyed one another fully. 
 
So often these days youth get a bad rap.  We hear stories of bullying, put-downs, cliques, and fights.  There is talk 
of their lack of responsibility, laziness, and sense of entitlement.  Sex, drugs, and alcohol are words often used in 
our conversations about “kids these days”.   
 
Certainly these problems exist.  We would be foolish to deny it.  But we would be equally foolish to use only 
those words and images to define and describe the youth of today.  Sin and ugliness are a part of all of us.  But 
there is hope. There is hope because in Christ we are made new.   
 
One of the bible passages we studied this week was from 2 Corinthians.  “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a 
new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!  All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through 
Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation… We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were 
making his appeal through us.”  (2 Corinth 5:17-20)    
 
I love that idea and imagery of us going out into the world as ambassadors for Christ.  The 8th grade students at 
FLC were an excellent example of what that means.  I experienced the love of Christ through their acceptance of 
me and witnessed it through their encouragement and acceptance of each other. 
 
I look forward to spending time with them each week at confirmation starting in September and I invite you to be 
a part of that ministry as well.  We are currently looking for leaders/guides for the 7th and 8th grade small groups.  
If you think God may be calling you to this ministry, please contact me at the church so we can further discuss 
how you might be involved.  Together we can learn from each other and grow into our role as ambassadors for 
Christ.

Devotions were given by Carol. Minutes from the June 9 meeting were approved upon motion. 

 

Financial Review 

 An additional $5,000 was drawn out of the operating line of credit.  The year-to-date general fund net income is -$15,057.05. 

 A question was raised as to cutting back on our benevolence giving because of our present financial situation. The general 

feeling of the board was that it would not be good modeling on our part for the congregation. 

 Andy presented a Growth Giving chart showing how individuals can increase their giving by 1%, 2%, etc. 

 Upon motion it was approved to pay for recent window repairs out of undesignated memorials which include approximately 

$6,800 for replacement of windows, $1,800 for tuck pointing and $1,500 for applying silicone water repellent. 

 

New Business 

 Upon motion it was moved to make the necessary changes to the Investors Community Bank authorization resolution form 

and to add Andy Seefeldtôs name. 

 A suggestion to host a congregational golf outing was tabled. 

 The altar renovation hit a roadblock when it was found that we cannot block either of the back exits because of fire codes.  

The board of church properties will look into putting in an emergency exit on the side wall and will have a proposal for the 

next meeting. 

 Electronic display signs were looked into and because of cost, Greg will explore other options. 

 There was discussion on the proceeds from the sale of the parsonage and it was noted that there was a motion made and 

carried at a special congregation meeting on September 27 stating that ñpotential sale proceeds be used at the discretion of the 

Board of Directors but to not go into the general fundò.  We will have further discussion at the August meeting. 

 The first blended service led by a worship team will be held on Sunday, September 26 at the 10:30 service.  Thereafter, 

blended services will be held on the 2nd and 4th Sundays of the month at the 10:30 service.  The 1st, 3rd and 5th Sundays will use 

liturgy from Wednesday and music from the 8:00 AM services. 

 The decision was made by the Board of Lay Ministry to form a Mixed Choir in the place of a Menôs Choir and Womenôs 

Choir.  This choir will practice weekly and sing 2 times a month.  A job description will be developed and the position will be 

posted.  There is also development of a Childrenôs Choir being worked on. 

 It was also decided by the Board of Lay Ministry to move forward with Communion by Intinction at all services from October 

through February and to re-evaluate at that time.  The exceptions would be Ash Wednesday and Maundy Thursday. 

 Church bulletins will be printed here at Faith rather than ordering from Augsburg. 

 Faith will sponsor a float in the Valders Lionôs Parade. 

 A welcome basket was given to the Bilski family (family that has bought the parsonage) and it was suggested that it might be 

nice to do the same for other families moving into our community. 

 Don Johnson will look into getting a cost to repair the leaks in the sanctuary. 

 There will be an ice cream social held after service on Wednesday, July 28 when the Wissmann family performs.
