Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus 

were baptized into his death? Therefore we have been buried with him 

by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by 

the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if 

we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be 

united with him in a resurrection like his. Romans 6:3-5 

 

Each Easter Iôm reminded of Reggieôs first ride on the Tilt-a-Whirl. He was 

about 9-years old. He watched with BIG eyes as others took their turn. As we 

approached the ticket-taker, Reg sheepishly handed our tickets to the attendant. 

He cautiously walked up the ramp ï holding my arm with both hands! When we 

got into the car he grasped the crash bar with white knuckles on his black hands. 

As the ride started, he tried to smile but couldnôt: fear was written all over his 

face! 

 

By the end of 4-min ride, however, that fear had changed! Now he was 

exuberantly screaming, smiling from ear-to-ear, and holding his hands up in the 

air to demonstrate his fearlessness. When we got off, he begged to ride again. 

 

We rode it again, but this time it was totally different. He ran up the ramp and 

excitedly handed over our tickets. He sprinted to the car and asked if the crash 

bar was really necessary. Reggie had no more fear of the Tilt-a-Whirl. Heôd 

practiced. He knew what to expect. He could face it confidently. 

 

Paul says thatôs what Easter is all about for us. Jesus was raised from the dead, 

so we know what to expect when we die. We can face it confidently, knowing 

we will be ushered into eternal life. Not only that, but in our Baptism weôve 

practiced! Weôve died daily when weôve gone to sleep each night, only to be 

raised the next morning. Because of Jesusô death, we can say weôve died to sin. 

By virtue of the resurrection, we can trust weôll be raised into a new and eternal 

life. 

 

We still need our crash bars. For most of us thereôs still some fear associated 

with death. But now we can go through life with our hands held high and 

screaming our praises.
