I invested several hours downloading 

programs and following instructions before I finally succeeded in freeing my 

computer from it! But now that itôs gone, my computer is not the same. Itôs 

slower and wonôt let me do some things it used to do easily. I guess the 

solution changed some critical things that are creating new problems for me. 

Iôm going to have to break down and take it to a computer repairman. 

 

The experience reminded me of how sin works in our lives. Of course, sin is 

actually more deeply rooted than any ñrogue program.ò Since The Fall, it is 

built into all of creation. We donôt get it by doing bad things or going bad 

places ï itôs a part of our humanity. We inherit this sinful condition by being 

human. It pretends to offer all kinds of solutions to the problems we have in 

life. The trouble is they are dead ends. If we buy into what it offers, we lose a 

lot more than $70! If we try to ignore our sin ï it doesnôt go away. In fact, it 

only gets worse. If we try to fix it ï even with the best expert advice ï our 

efforts either donôt work, make matters worse, or create other problems! 

 

The only real solution is to take ourselves to the Repairman: our Lord and 

Savior Jesus Christ. We need to admit and describe the nature of the problem 

to God. We need to confess how our sinful condition leads us to our many 

mistakes, poor decisions and inappropriate behaviors. By virtue of Jesusô 

death, we are forgiven our sin. As we place our problems on Godôs 

workbench, God can work to fix us and help us to live more loving, caring, 

and productive lives.
