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Church Mouse Stewardship News

As I write this article I am looking at about a foot of snow outside of the Faith Lutheran Church reception room. As of
February 17 we only have 33 days of winter left! As our Lenten Season begins it is good for all Christians to pray for
how blessed we are that our Lord and our God have great love and mercy for our sinful ways.

On behalf of the Board of Stewardship at Faith Lutheran, I want to thank you, our members for your support of our
ministries here. Your generous gifts has allowed us to start our 2010 church ministries year being able to initiate some
of our financial goals that we established as a board.

At our December stewardship board meeting, we voted to bring to the board of directors a motion that would set us
on a path of taking all memorial gifts out of the general fund checkbook and returned to the memorial gifts accounts,
which the board of directors has authority over. We did this by activating our operating note. We used the note to
replace gifts, pay for significant exterior repair and cleaning of our church facility and to construct and surface the
driveway at the parsonage. You will note in the Faith Matters in our monthly financial report an operating balance
note and not a sound system mortgage note balance.

Faith Lutheran Church received several gifts and memorials during the month of December that helped us to pay off
the sound system mortgage. We are grateful to all of our members and friends of Faith and our ministries for those
special gifts.

One of our stewardship goals was to be able to accomplish the above goals. With the support of the board of
directors we now start 2010 with a positive check book balance and an operating note. We started the new year with
roughly $12,000 in our general checking account. That sounds good, but this is the lowest carryover balance we have
had in many, many years. Our goal is to be able to pay off $2,000 per month in 2010 and thus we will almost totally pay
off our $22,000 operating note. This will be a challenge but one I feel members of Faith will help us achieve.

We have made a decision to live within our means and not use gifts as short term loans to operate our church and
conduct our ministries. If we ask our members to be good stewards you should expect us to do the same. There are
many funds within in the Memorial Fund accounts that our boards can utilize to conduct ministries here at Faith
Lutheran.

There are many, many ministries that are asking for our support. Ministries such as the needs of the Bible Camp, Haiti,
Benevolence, Peter’s Pantry, Lutheran World Relief, and Lutheran Social Services to name a few. Our stewardship
board has had many discussions as to how we feel about all these ministries and their supports impacts our church
budget. Some would say lifting up these ministries may hurt giving to our budget. Our stewardship board feels that
many members have the Gift of Giving as a strong part of their faith in God and that we should be lifting up ministries
that allow them to fulfill their gifts and talents. We look at these special offerings as being mutually beneficial to our
church and those ministries we lift up. Our task as stewardship board members is to create opportunities for members
to give to the work of our Lord and we feel that by broadening members giving options will grow giving and all of
God’s ministries will benefit from their gifts. To me it is like making more pie instead of carving the same pie into
smaller pieces.

If you have questions or concerns regarding our thoughts on giving and raising up ministries that we
support, please feel free to talk to any of our stewardship board members. Better yet if you feel you
have a calling to help Faith Lutheran Church’s stewardship emphasis and direction, you can become
member of the Board of Stewardship. There are positions open for this year that you can fill.
