32 It will not be like the covenant that I made with their ancestors when I took them by the hand to bring them out 
of the land of Egypt—a covenant that they broke, though I was their husband, says the Lord. 33 But this is the covenant 
that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the Lord: I will put my law within them, and I will write it 
on their hearts, and I will be their God, and they shall be my people. 34 No longer shall they teach one another or say to 
each other, “Know the Lord,” for they shall all know me, from the least of them to the greatest, says the Lord, for I will 
forgive their iniquity and remember their sin no more.

Second Reading: Romans 3:19-28
19 Now we know that, whatever the law says, it speaks to those who are under the law, so that every mouth may be 
silenced and the whole world may be held accountable to God. 20 For no human will be justified before him by deeds 
prescribed by the law, for through the law comes the knowledge of sin. 21 But now, apart from the law, the righteousness 
of God has been disclosed and is attested by the Law and the Prophets, 22 the righteousness of God through the faith of 
Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no distinction, 23 since all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God; 
24 they are now justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God put forward as 
a sacrifice of atonement by his blood, effective through faith. He did this to demonstrate his righteousness, because in his 
divine forbearance he had passed over the sins previously committed; 26 it was to demonstrate at the present time his own 
righteousness, so that he is righteous and he justifies the one who has the faith of Jesus.27 Then what becomes of boasting?

CHURCH CUSTODIAL POSITION: Faith Lutheran Church is looking to fill the custodial position presently held by Ken O’Leary since 2019.  This is a part time position of approximately twelve hours per week.  Hours are somewhat flexible as long as certain critical tasks are completed. The ability to use a step ladder is a necessity in order to perform some tasks. Prior experience is helpful but not required.  Training will be available. This is a paid position. “As we lift our voices on this Reformation Sunday, we come to the hymn that has been called the anthem of the Reformation itself: A Mighty Fortress Is Our God. Martin Luther wrote these words and this melody nearly 500 years ago, not in times of comfort, but in times of danger and uncertainty. He was facing pressures that could have cost him his life, yet from his heart poured this song of unshakable confidence: ‘God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble.’ This hymn has carried generations of Christians through war, persecution, and trial. It has been sung in castles and in cathedrals, in simple country churches, and in places where faith was forced underground. Every time it is sung, it proclaims that no power on earth, no darkness, no enemy, can overcome the truth and victory of our God.  As we sing these words today, we don’t just remember history—we join our voices with those who have sung before us and those who will sing after us, standing firm in the promise that God’s kingdom is forever.”
